The sections contain both promotional material such as posters flyers and publications, as well
as some photographic prints not taken by Vanley Burke (see WEMAS: MS 2192/C/E/4/2/1),
records produced by organisations and groups and business papers for organisations that
Vanley Burke has been linked to at certain times.

The content and potential use of the material in each series is described at series level.

MS 2192/C/A Faith and Religious Expression, 1971 - 2005

A range of promotional and other documentary material which was collected by Vanley Burke
as part of his interest in the role religion plays in people's lives, especially the black
community. The series has therefore been arranged by religious groupings and then mainly by
the type of material. The subseries reflect some of the religious practice in black and Asian
communities, they are:

/1 'African faiths and Ancestral beliefs'

/2 'Buddhism’

/3 'Christianity’, The main body of the material relates to the black led churches in Birmingham
and specifically the United Church of God, Austin Road, Handsworth. This church was and is
the church attended by Vanley Burke's mother and grandmother. Burke's family were also
involved in the arrangement of funeral flowers and so the series includes orders of service
from funerals. Due to the active involvement in the church of the Burke family the range of
material from the churches and Christian groups includes marriage orders of service, national
and regional convention programmes, and promotional material for events that were held in
the churches, gospel concerts, and special services- for example the visit of Archbishop
Desmond Tutu to Birmingham in 1988.

/6 'Multifaith’, contains documentary material such as annual reports and calendars produced
by organisations that aim to be inclusive of different faiths, such as 'All Faiths For One Race'

(Gerval C. Weir).

This series generally contains publicly available material such as leaflets, pamphlets, booklets,
posters, flyers, newsletters and other promotional items, as well as some correspondence and
papers relevant to the official function of some organisations and public bodies. The material
here documents some of the community focused, targeted and often community led activity of
various themes, but mainly activity with a social support function for respective community
members.

The majority of the activity is focused in the Handsworth and surrounding inner city areas of
Birmingham, however there are samples of material from organisations and activities of similar
function around the country and, in some cases, abroad. Much of this activity is strongly
geared towards the support of the African Caribbean communities in relation to the specific
community experience. However there are examples of similar activity from other groups, such
as the Asian community.

This series is seperated into 5 sections:

/1 'Community Focus and Activity', containing sections of information on African and
Caribbean community groups, various community events and information, including a
selection of various community circulated newsletters.

/2 'Political Awareness and Activity in Community' contains material collected from within
communities and gives a sample of the political activity and involvement of community, locally,
nationally and globally. This section contains files dedicated to black politics, the politics and
activity surrounding migration, racism and the experience of settlement of minority ethnic
communities in Britain, with emphasis on race relations, and black international politics,
including South African Anti-Apartheid, Pan-Africanism, Civil Rights, as well as black self
awareness and socio-political consciousness;

/3 'History and Heritage: Events and Activity in Community' generally focuses on the
dissemination of informal learning of black history within communities in Britain, as well as the
recording and sharing of histories, through programmes detailing Black History Month events,
publications and distributed leaflets discussing black history;

/4 'Health and Social Care' contains various items documenting the provision of support in the
community for mental health care, as well as general physical health. The bulk of the material
focuses on care provision targeted at black people, and some specifically for the Handsworth
area. This section includes files of material that document some of the socio-economic
regenerative activity in the Handsworth and surrounding areas.

/5 'Recreation’ contains promotional material for recreational activity located within community.
The bulk of the material documents club nights focusing on black or Asian music; organised to
cater for musical and social preferences that may otherwise be neglected in the mainstream.
The material contained in this series documents some of the activity and information being
circulated within the black community with regard to social and political issues. Certain
sections of the series would be useful for assessing the types of information being
disseminated amongst the community in response to the activity and initiatives originating in
the mainstream, or institutions. In particular this series contains material from significant
community organisations such as the African Caribbean Self Help Organisation and the Pan
African Congress Movement, both of which involve the prominent community member Bini
Brown, or Butakwa, and which have also been prominent organisers of the annual African
Liberation Days in Birmingham and nationally. The more recent organisation Ting-a-Ling
organises the prominent Handsworth community annual event, Marcus Garvey Day.




This series also includes a file on the Handsworth Disturbances of 1985, containing
information leaflets circulated by community at community level in response to the "official"
communication of events.

The material in this series supports many of the subject matters in the photographic series
(MS 2192/A), such as 'Handsworth from the Inside’, 'Nkunzi', some of the other South Africa
series, and many others.

This arrangement reflects the collection of material brought together by Vanley Burke. Much of
the material is promotional material such as flyers, posters, newsletters and publications about
art made or performed by black and Asian and other artists in Birmingham and Britain, but the
scope of the material is not limited to this.

The material has been collected by Vanley Burke due to his (and Bina Burke's) interest and
involvement involvement in various arts organisations, which include among others the lkon
Gallery (MS 2192/C/E/2/5/5), Autograph (the association of Black Photographers: MS
2192/C/E/2/1/5/4), West Midlands Ethnic Minority Arts Service (WEMAS: MS 2192/C/E/4/2/1)
and Kokuma dance company (MS 2192/C/E/1/1/1/1). Where Vanley Burke or Bina Burke were
directly involved in an organisation for example on the committee, there are business papers
such as minutes agendas and correspondence, which provide information on the workings
and struggles of black arts groups in the 1980s and 1990s

There is also a section of business papers regarding the establishment of the Drum arts centre
in Birmingham, detailing the development of the centre from an idea to its current running (MS
2192/C/E/AI2/2).

Burke has also collected material relating to and original works by black authors and artists,
such as the poets Su Andi and Owen Williams (both in MS 2192/C/E/3/3/1). The artists and
authors whose works Burke has collected are often involved in other pro-active movements in
the black community- Owen Williams was a founder member of the Marcus Garvey
Foundation for example.

The Cross-art forms section contains material on festivals, exhibitions and events that cover
more than one genre of art form. It also includes arts organisations from community and
awareness raising organisations (for example Handsworth Cultural Centre: MS
2192/C/E/4/2/3/2) to mainstream organisations such as the Arts Council, England (MS
2192/C/E/4AI3/3).

MS 2192/C/E/1 Performance: Dance, Theatre and Music,1980s - 2004

This subseries is a collection of promotional material, including flyers, leaflets, posters,
programmes, information packs, press releases, publications, and in the case of Kokuma
Performing Arts company, some organisational papers.

The subseries is divided into 3 main sections:

These sections are then divided into sub genres according to music, dance or theatre styles,
cultures and themes. Reflecting much of Burke's collecting, the bulk of material centres around
the performance art activities of the black community.

In the 'Dance’ sub section (/1), the majority of the material is collected around black dance
companies that mainly perform in African, or African Caribbean dance.

The 'Music' sub section (/2) is divided generally into musical genres, containing promotional




materials, the bulk of which reflects the activities of the Reggae music performance scene in
Birmingham. There is material also reflecting the musical performance of other genres of
music, including African, Jazz and Asian music, among others.

Again, within the 'Theatre' subsection (/3), the majority of the material is collected from
productions and performances of black theatre companies in African style performance of folk
tales, or comedy theatre in a Jamaican tradition, as well as general and modern Black British
theatre. This subsection does contain a series of 'other' theatre styles, including ‘Musical
Theatre', 'Asian Theatre', as well as '‘Community and Amateur Theatre' among some others.
This collection of material, apart from a couple of exceptions, is largely visual, in that the
majority of it is promotional material of productions and performances of the various
companies in Birmingham, and so much of the material displays interesting art work as well as
reflecting a view of the content and activities of the landscape of the black performing arts
community over the period.

As well as noting the prominence of this venue, The Drum in Aston is also features
heavily as a performance venue for many of the concerts and artists featured in this series.
This series contains material and reference to prominent figures of Birmingham's black
musical community, such as Jamaican born, Birmingham based jazz musician, Andy Hamilton
and his band The Blue Notes; the black female vocal quartet Black Voices; Birmingham based
Reggae group, Steel Pulse; and international recording artists UB40. Of the references to
visits to Birmingham by international stars names of Reggae superstars such as Dennis
Brown, Beres Hammond, Pete Tosh and Gregory Isaacs feature in the promotional material of
their respective tours and performances, as does that of South African Jazz star, trumpeter
Hugh Masekela.

The Drum was formed in 1994 with funding from West Midlands Arts and the West Midlands
Probation Service out of the Newtown Cultural Project (1985). The Newtown Cultural Project
was formed as a company limited by guarantee to promote and support black and asian arts in
Birmingham, and to establish a "centre for Black arts" which eventually became the Drum.
Vanley Burke was a member of the steering group for the Newtown Cultural Project. Other
people involved were Bob Ramdhanie, Ifemu Omari, Gilroy Brown and representatives from
Birmingham City Council and West Midlands Probation Service.

By 1998 the Drum had its own premises, the converted Aston Hippodrome. The Drum's
objectives are to "support the development of ...Black artistic practice" and to involve the local
community at all levels to "establish a centre of national and international renown". There are
expected to be more accessions to this part of the collection in the future.

A prime motivation for the collection of material by Vanley Burke was his need to see a better
representation of black people. A large part of this was monitoring how black people were
represented by the media, the white mainstream media as well as the black media.

The series is divided into two main subsections: (/1) Radio and Television, and (/2) Print
Media.

/1 contains material such as correspondence, promotional material for events, post scripts,
and related material for television and radio production relating to, containing, or produced by
black people in Britain. This subsection also contains some material relating to the
involvement of Vanley Burke and fellow Birmingham photographer, Pogus Caesar, in an
edition of "Black on Black" as part of a series of programmes. There is also some promotional
material for a talk by Burke on 'Images of Black People' held in London. This section also
contains some promotional material for black Birmingham based pirate radio station, PCRL,
and also press clippings regarding its subsequent demise.

/2 contains magazines, newspapers and press clippings of various print media. This subseries
is further divided into subgroups according to the type of media, considering the respective
target markets and purpose of production. These include:

/2/1: 'Black Magazines', generally comprising glossy fashion and lifestyle publications,
targeting a largely black female market, internationally, nationally and locally;

12/12: 'Black and Asian British Press', comprising a selection of newspapers published by Black
or Asian press companies, targeting a black and Asian market, aiming to represent the
respective community's experience in Britain, as well as reporting the news stories felt to be in
demand by these communities and neglected by mainstream British press;

12/3: 'Black People represented in the Press', contains material Burke has collected to assess
the images of black people in mainstream press during the period. Burke has asserted that he
wished to collect the newspapers that featured a black person on the front page. The final
subdivision of 'Black and Asian British Press' (/2/2) contains this material, although not all




items necessarily feature a black person on the front page, the section contains newspapers
and press clippings of articles that portray or report on a story regarding a black person, some
international, mostly local. Of the publications included in the subseries, there are many
prominent titles, such as US based black lifestyle magazines 'Ebony' and 'Essence’, as well as
black British women's fashion publication, 'Pride’. The files also contain some issues of
Birmingham based black women's lifestyle publications '‘BBJ' and 'Survival'. Of the press titles,
there is 'The Voice', 'New Nation', black British newspapers, as well as 'Asian Eye', a British
Asian newspaper. The 'Black People Represented in the Press' subsection also contains a
variety of mainstream local and national titles, including '‘Birmingham Evening Mail', as well as
the 'Daily Mail' and 'The Independent’, among others.
