MS 2192/A Vanley Burke Exhibitions, Commissions and Projects, 1979 - 2005

Original photographic works both exhibited and produced in preparation for exhibition,
commissioned or produced for a project by Vanley Burke. The exhibitions date from 1979
onwards, however the images from which the photographic prints are taken may predate
1979. The arrangement is by exhibition or project and is expected to expand with future
accessions.

Many of the images are reused in publications and in further group and solo exhibitions, but
the works here are arranged by the exhibition that they were originally produced for, unless
they are exhibition prints or press prints reproduced for a new exhibition.

Included in each series if available is the documentary material from and for the exhibitions.
This can include preparatory notes, correspondence, draft promotional material, posters,
flyers, and leaflets.

The first series is the 'Handsworth from the Inside' exhibition, which contains many of the most
used images such as 'Boy with Flag' (MS 2192/A/A/1/2) and 'Altar Call' (MS 2192/A/A/1/4).
The later exhibitions and projects follow on in a generally chronological order, with the
possible exception of later accessions.

MS 2192/A/A Handsworth from the Inside, 1979 - 1983

Handsworth from the Inside was Vanley Burke's first exhibition, it consisted of images taken by
him as part of his ongoing documentation process of the daily life and experiences of the black
community in Birmingham, specifically at this time in Handsworth. His aim in the
documentation process was not principally to show the black community to the mainstream
audience, but rather as a process of reflecting the community back to itself. It was a response
to the absence at the time of images of black people in the mainstream media and a way of
documenting the presence and establishment of the community which was not previously
being recorded by someone from within the community.

Many of the images have been used for later exhibitions and in print publications, such as 'Boy
with Flag' (MS 2192/A/A/1/2) which has been used a number of times including in the
Guardian newspaper.

Handsworth From the Inside was originally exhibited at Grove Lane Junior School in 1979. It
was later exhibited at various national venues including the Commonwealth Institute, London
(1983) and the lkon Gallery, Birmingham (1983)

The images include views of family life, funerals, protest marches, weddings, church services
and day trips among many other subjects concerning the daily lives of the Birmingham black
community.

Vanley Burke was given the opportunity to travel to South Africa to photograph the release of
Nelson Mandela but, due to problems arranging the travel documents, he was not able to get
to South Africa in time. He still went however and photographed the people and situations that
he encountered there, in an attempt to capture the "strength, vitality and resilience of Black
South African life under Apartheid". He was based in Johannesburg with Rapitsi Montsho, a
photographer and one of Burke's friends, and was able to travel the country with the television
production company with which Montsho worked; to Soweto, Sharpeville, Bophuthatswana,
Cape Town, Welkom, Sibukane, Durban, Crossroads and Langa, thus visiting not only the
cities but the townships and squatter camps also.

The title of the exhibition comes from a young woman in Soweto who when asked by Burke




why the streets and gardens in the townships were not decorated with flowers or shrubbery,
replied "We have no time for flowers".

The exhibition was first held in Walsall Museum and Art Gallery from August to September
1990, and then toured to other galleries including the Cornerhouse Manchester, the Black-Art
Gallery London, Handsworth Community Centre Birmingham, and Birmingham Museum and
Art Gallery. It has also shown in the Drum Art Centre Birmingham in 2002.

The exhibition itself incorporated sounds, slides, newspapers and photographic prints, the full
exhibition is still housed at Walsall.

Gelatin-Silver press prints and work prints from the exhibition, as well as prints of photographs
taken in Walsall at the time of the exhibition (this includes photographs of Georgina Belfont
who was doing a residency at the gallery at the same time as the No Time For Flowers
exhibition).

‘The Journey' was a solo Vanley Burke exhibition that not only documented through his
photographs "experiences of migration from the Caribbean to Britain", but also functioned as a
retrospective of the last 25 years of Vanley Burke's photography. A book was published that
co-incided with the exhibition: 'Vanley Burke: A Retrospective' edited by Mark Sealey (ISBN: 0
85315 783 9). As such the prints in this section of the catalogue date from 1993, but are of
events from the 1970s onwards.

The exhibition was structured to guide the visitor through different aspects of the experiences
and struggles of the Afro-Caribbean community in Birmingham and Britain. The exhibition is a
precusor to the Vanley Burke Archive in this respect, and the structure of this catalogue is
informed by this exhibition.

The exhibition was primarily photographic, but also included objects such as a suitcase,
"packed ready for departure”.

It was first held, and was commissioned by Walsall Museum and Art Gallery in 1993, and
toured during 1994 to other galleries, including the Watershed Media Centre, Bristol.
Gelatin-Silver press and work prints, and some exhibition prints.

The images are a retrospective of Vanley Burke's work on the Afro-Caribbean community on
Britain at the time and include images of funerals, black dance groups, African Liberation day
celebrations, and the aftermath of disturbances in the streets.

In 1996, a series of parties were held in five different cities across South Africa: Cape Town,
Mabato, Port Elizabeth, Durban, and Pretoria, hosted by President Nelson Mandela and the
African National Congress in honour of veterans of the Anti Apartheid struggle, also
commemorating the 78th Birthday of Mandela, affectionately nicknamed in South Africa as
'Madiba'. The parties were attended by veterans, as well as the sons, daughters, and wives of
absent or passed veterans. Burke, on his second trip to the country, attended all five of the
events and took the photographs that result here, and in the 1997 publication of 'Council of
Elders: A Tribute to the Veterans of the South African Liberation Struggle' which features a
foreword by Nelson Mandela. Later, as one half of the Exchange Project with George Hallett
(a South African photographer exhibiting his photography of Handsworth in the 1970s at Soho
House Museum in Handsworth, Birmingham). Burke also exhibited these photographs at the
Museum of Africa, Johannesburg, South Africa from December 2002 until February 2003. The
exhibition was named "The Council of Elders: Portraits of the Veterans of the South African
Liberation Struggle'.

This series is divided into two subsections, one containing the work prints of the project. Many,
but not all, were included in the book and the exhibition. Please see the book, available in
Birmingham Central Library, for some details on the relevant images, and for details on some
of the prominent figures photographed in the series. The second subsection contains some
non photographic material connected with, and giving wider dimension to the projects and
events that have been captured with these images.
