Events are often seen as an ‘add-on’ to regeneration work but in fact they are fundamental to community involvement and the development of feelings of ownership of any regeneration initiative especially when they offer means of positive engagement that are in tune with local interests. 





The 3 Estates Festival is an integral part of life on the 3 Estates, which is supported by a vibrant but small local events industry, consisting of artists and suppliers who provide a balanced range of affordable and accessible activities which appeal to all sections of the community. One of the aims of the event is to build stronger links and partnerships with this industry. The festival also provides a platform on which local community and voluntary groups can promote their services as well as work in partnership with a diverse range of individuals, groups and other organisations





The Community Development Team has played an active role in the development of the 3 Estates Festival in providing technical support and communicating and offering participation in the festival development process and the event itself via a wide range of volunteering opportunities.  





The team is also working with a small group of local people in the development of an Event Production Manual and in the identification and delivery of a range of training pertinent to event delivery. This will enable local people to continue to deliver the 3 Estates Festival post 2010.
